Pecha Kucha – Japanese word for chatter or chit-chat   
Introduction: 
Pecha-Kucha presentations are becoming more popular due to their time efficiency and engaging characteristics. The 20×20 (20 slides/images for 20 seconds each, with oral descriptions) presentation is made easily in iMovie.  
Assignment:

1. Choose an argument from either the theist or atheist perspective for the existence or non-existence of a greatest possible being (God). 

2. Using iMovie App you will create a video in the format of a Pecha-Kucha which contains 20 slides with 20 images with oral description. (20 Slides for 20 seconds each).  
3. Your purpose is to create a Pecha-Kucha that will argue and explain from the desired viewpoint of your choice (theist or atheist).  
4. Besides just explaining the argument it would also be a good idea to refute the opposing viewpoint’s argument to better defend your position.  
5. When done the Pecha-Kucha will be uploaded to the class YouTube account.
